who will provide certified instructors, vehicles, 
required insurance and publicity

Cost to students: $450

The program will operate at no expense to the 
district.



Program Outline

48 hours of instruction
24 hours in-car
– 6 hours behind the wheel
– 18 hours observation

24 hours lecture/classroom instruction
All periods are 90 minutes in length
Schedules created based on student need

Grant approval for the program for the
2008-09 school year

Require that the program be implemented
at no cost to the school district
